SHEFFIELD WEDNESDAY v.
LIVERPOOL.

Wednesday Win a Good Game,

The meeting of Sheflield Wednesday and Liverpool
tpon the ground of the former at Ow'erton,
on Saturday, produced a splendidly contested
gome, speedy, exciting, and protific of interesting in-
cidents, the result being that after a very stern
struggie the Sheffielders just succeeded in winning by
3 goals to 2—a narrow but deserved victory. Showery
and unscttled weather in the carly part of the day
detracted doubtless frem the attendance. Neverthe-
less some 12,000 enthusiasts put in an appearance to
watch Wednesday defeat the team who, the previous
week, had beaten Aston Villa by 5 goals to 1. The
constitution of the Liverpool front rank differed some-
what from its arrangement on that notable ocecasion,
but it was fully as strong, if not swronger, for Cox,
who had then been away playing for the English
League aguninst the Irish League at Belfast, re-
appeared on the extreme left. McGuigan, however,
was an absentee, so that Walker went over from inside
left to inside right, leaving Satterthwaite the latter
position. Wednesday also had a strong ana re-
prescntative team, Layton, who the previous week
Led been playing in the League International, re-
appearing at right full back, and the arrangement of
the right wing forwards being altered by Davis re-
turning to the inside place and a first trial at home
being given to Macwhinrie on the outside right. A
cross but not very powerful wind prevailed, and veered
during the progress of the game. lo repdercd no
particular assistince to eithcr side. Despite the rain
that had fallen during the week, the ground was in
capital condition, and cverything ravoured a high-class
exhibition of esciting football such as was actually
seen. Langley winning the tess, Wednesday defended
ihe goal at the Leppings lane end of the ground. On
kicking off, Liverpool commenced by smarn combina-
tion, but Wednesday seemed slow and their defence
being loose to begin with they were caught napping,
the visitors within five minutes of the start zetting a
geal, Raybould receiving the ball from a beautiful
centre by Cox and giving Massey no chance at a very
clever shot. However, this early success of the visi-
tors only served to rouse the * Blades” to more ener-
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tic action. Quickly they carried the war into the
gfxcmy'u camp, Macwhinnic gaining the approbation of
the on-lookers by his work on the right flank, and
indeed once from a fine centre by him Wiison nefzrl 4
equalised, putting the ball just over the bar. I’be}
game had been in progress only a quarter of an houri
when the Sheffielders succeeded in their efforts to|
draw level. A pretty bit of play by Ruddlesdin
enabled Malloch to swing the ball across and an at-
tack wheremn Crawshaw displayed splendid pertinacity
erced in his giviug Perkins little chance at a tasg _low“
shot. Of course this was received with loud cheeriug,
but the applause was wildly enthusiastic when, iwo
mnutes later, getting on io the ball frum a fine centre
by Macwhinnie, Wilson put Wednesday .ahea'd. Then
the struggle grew fiercer than ever. Crawsiaw and
Raisbeck, the two opposing centre halves, both did
superb work for their respgctive sides. The Liver-
pool combination often threatened to ov.emhclm the
defence, aud Cox's centres from t.hp leit were very
dangerous, the home gzoal once having a .marvellous
escape. But, on the other hand, Wednesday's g-pr'gh‘.'ly
cashes, wherein Wrigat and Wilson shone ous well,
were equally dangerous, and, as it happencd. more
effcctive, for twelve minutes before balf-time the
Sheffielders mnnaged to further increase their lead.
Wilson beal his spposing back, getting the ball from
a kick by Langlcy, and away he sprinted towerds
tho goal. Perkins saved his skou, but let the ball
slip from bis bands, looked round for i, ounly to
have the Wednesday centre on him with a rush and
ses the ball crashed past him into the unet. Thus,
amidst tremendous applause, the Shefficlders led by
3 t» 1. But Liverpocl were undismayed, and soon
reduced this lead by a goal, for a run and ccnire
by Cox brouzht about a pertinacions aitack by the
visitors which upset the Wednesday deferce and
saw Massey without a ghost of a chance at a long
shot from Raisbeck. Then Wednesday agzain dashed
ahead, Davis working for all he was worth, and
having hard Lnes with a shot which hit the upright.
At half-time Wednesday fed by 3 to 2. Very sonn
aller change of euds Wilson got in a good shot
at Perkins, which was saved. Later Massey saved
admirably at the other end a stinger from Walker.
Tien, from a bezulifui centre by Macwhinnie, Wi-
son, almost under the bar, teemed certain 0 co
through, but failed in unaccountable fashion, and
from a cormer kici the ball was got away. How-

ever, the Wedaesday left swooped down again,
Malioch pleyicg well, and with Perkins out of Ifis
goal, Wilson, with 2 {errific shot, m:ssed by inches.

After tlis the Liverpudlians brought strong pressure
to bear, and once Massey had w0 rush out to thwart

Robertson, thereby givizg a corner, but this and a
second corner also foutd the Wednesday dejence
strong. The contest stili raged at « furious pace,
but the fooiball was scarccly so brilliant as in the
first Balf. Crawshaw, early in the second half, had
got a blow in the stomach which caused him much
pain, but he struggled on gamely, and did not leavo
ih> field. Once the game was stopped for a minute
or two whilst Wright recovered from a severe shak-
ing, and though Be remained on tho field he was
hurt so much that he went on the outside, changing
places with Malloch, and being of liitle further use,
Under these circumstances, it is not surprising that
Liverpool were now having the better of the play.
Robertson finished several smart runs on the visitors'
right wing by lopg ehots wide of the mark. Once
when Davis goct away and looked like heading
through from a high forward pass. Robertson, the
Liverpocl full-back, near goal took the ball almost
off Davis s head with his hand, buf the ineident
cscaped official notice. Towards the end of the
geme the pace, which had been so hot, slackened
somewhat. Liverpool tried hard to equalise, but
Wednaday gallanuly stuck to the lead. Clo<e on
time the Shefficld right spurted away and foreed a
corner, but before it could be taken the whistle
soundgg for time, a hotly-contested game ending:—
